Haryana is one of the states which exhibit high gender discrimination in the attainment
of education. Rural women are in the state of less acess to education, health and basic needs than

Socio cconomic development has various elements which improve quality of lfe of people and
the impact of developmental activitics cannot be evaluated fully by any single indicator (Bhatia
and Rai, 2003).

The study
revealed that level of infrastructure and over-all socio-cconomic developmentis positively and
significantly co-related with cach other. Puhan and Malla (2015) study the socio-cconomic
developmentof tribal people of Orissa. Thestudy revealed various changes with respect to number
of socio-cconomic indicators to access the level of development. Samanta (2015) explored the
block level disparity and imbalances social developmentin Medinipur district of West Bengal
Sharma (2015) examined the regional level disparity in Haryana by taking base year of
1991,2001and 2011. The study came to know that there is reduction in gender disparity over
periods of time. Jangra and Jaglan (2016) examined intergenerational shift in the occupational
pattern of artisan and service castes in Haryana on the basis of primary data.
